Guest Coaches Rules 

 
 
General Rules for Guest Coaches 
• Guest coaches may teach on sessions that are under maximum limit. 
 
• Proof of Insurance and a $35.00 fee must be paid before going on ice. 
 
• Guest coach must sign and date rules form. 
 
• Guest coaches may teach a limit of two (2) freestyles sessions per day and no more than 5 

days per month. 
 
• Guest coaches may not teach on public sessions. You may request to use a public session but 

it must be approved by Management only. 
 
 
Ice Rules and Regulations 
* All students are required to check in and pay before skating. Students and coaches are expected 
to obey Pickwick’s “Zero Tolerance Policy” no kicking ice, no profanity, and no attitude, facial 
or body gestures. Please refer to the policy posted at the music booth. 
 
• No food or drinks on ice (water bottles ok.) 
 
• Cellular phones or iPods are prohibited on the ice. 
 
• No standing on the ice away from the rails. 
 
• Music boxes (volume) must be kept to a minimum. 
 
• The skater doing their program has the “right of way”. Yelling “move”, “ excuse me” etc…  

is not acceptable. The word “program” is to be used! 
 
•  RinkMusic- A Pickwick music “FOB” must be purchased for $15.00 to have music played. 

We cannot play music with a cd or ipod. 
 
• Skaters doing their programs must wear colored belts (provided). 
 
• Skaters and coaches must clear the ice immediately upon request. 
 
I have read and will abide by the above rules and regulations. I understand failure to comply may 
result in dismissal from the arena without a refund!
